Course Title and Number, Credits:  225 Water Media I, 3 Credits
Prerequisite:  None

Course Description:  Introduction to basic water media painting for the studio artist.
Text Required:  Basic Watercolor Techniques – Albert/Wolf
Course Objectives: 

1. To learn the fundamentals of painting, beginning with drawing, layout, and composition; and producing an effect through various painting methods introduced.
2. To demonstrate increased understanding and application of art elements and principles in their own work.

3. To create artwork that reflects the fundamental concepts and technical skills of various art media – pencil, pen and ink, watercolor, etc.

4. To achieve personal expression and creativity in developing various projects.

5. To exhibit dedication and effort required for overall presentation.

6. To compare and contrast similarities and differences between works of art in present day and from different cultures and time periods through a nearby art gallery visit.  (meets MSU-B gen. ed. goals #5 & #8)

7. To critique individuals art work as a group, self-analysis and/or through writing.  (meets MSU-B gen. ed. goal #2)

8. To plan and exhibit a display of class projects in an aesthetic manner in a “Student Art Show.”

Course Content:
