	Course Description: Pre-professional observations of teachers in action.  One observation will take place in local school system and one will take place in a predominantly minority or high needs school system.

	Course Content: Students, depending whether they are preparing for a career in secondary or elementary education will spend 6 hours observing teachers in a school where the student population has little, if any, students from under-represented populations, 6 hours of observation , 6 hours observing teachers in a system comprised predominantly of students from under-represented populations,  and 6 hours in a combination of teaching in learning disabilities classroom or gifted and talented/college classroom.  Following the observations, 8 hours will be spent in seminar sharing experiences, which includes interviews with teachers, parents, and non teaching professionals concerning their viewpoints on education and major educational issues.

 The only real connection to the campus theme would be the discussions of human nature and the interactions between students and their environment.

	Course Requirements and Evaluation: This course is graded as A, B, C, or F using a rubric to assess the written summaries and personal anecdotes and participation in the seminar.  Students will be expected to observe and record instances of varied teaching strategies, classroom management, different learning styles, and opportunities for student engagement.  Prior to leaving each observation session, the student will conduct an exit interiview with the teacher(s) observed.  A final report will be submitted, prior to the discussion component.
