	Course Content: Read Refuge by Terry Tempest Williams and read in the assigned textbook The St. Martin's Guide to Writing. Write three essays and weekly paragraphs along with a final essay examination.  

	Relationship to Campus Theme: (Provide a statement describing how this course addresses the campus theme of Nature, Technology and Beyond.)

 This course has assigned, as a required text, Refuge by Terry Tempest Williams, the book chosen for this year's campus book read. This book provides topics for weekly discussions on the intersection of nature, technology, and beyond in the story Refuge tells. The students will be asked to write an essay about the intersection of nature, technology, and beyond in their own experience. 

	Course Requirements and Evaluation: The grade in this class is earned by reading, writing, and critical thinking. Student learning of these three skills is assessed by weekly paragraph-length writing assignments, by midterm and final essay examinations, and by three essays written and revised after individual conferences with the instructor. All writing is evaluated by content, organization, style, and editing.
