	Course Content: Complete reading assignments in both textbooks. Write an essay explaining opposed positions, an essay arguing a position, two essays written in timed writing situations, and one final  essay examination.

 One of the required textbooks, Conversations, includes a section on preserving wilderness. Students will be assigned readings on this topic and will be required to write an argumentative essay in a timed writing situation on the topic "preserving wilderness."

	Course Requirements and Evaluation: The grade in this class is earned by reading, writing, and critical thinking. Student learning of these three skills is assessed by weekly paragraph-length writing assignments, by the final essay examination, and by three essays written and revised after individual conferences with the instructor. All writing is evaluated by content, organization, style, and editing.
