	Course Description: This class explores the major themes in the political, social, technological and cultural development of the United States from the era just after the American Civil War, to the withdrawl of troops from Vietnam.  The student will study the time period of almost 100 years; as the United States would find itself becoming not only the main influence in the western hemisphere, but one of the two lone superpowers through the Cold War.
