Course Title and Number, Credits:  130 Drawing I, 3 Credits
Prerequisite:  None

Course Description:  Study & application of different drawing media, methods, and techniques.
Text Required:  Drawing Basics (Harcourt Brace College Publishers), Jacklyn St. Aubyn, New Mexico State University
Course Objectives: 

1. To increase students ability to see, sense, and interpret a variety of subjects through numerous drawing techniques.
2. To demonstrate increased understanding and application of art elements and principles in their own work.

3. To create artwork that reflects the fundamental concepts and technical skills of various art media – pencil, pen and ink, watercolor, etc.

4. To achieve personal expression and creativity in developing various projects.

5. To exhibit dedication and effort required for overall presentation.

6. To compare and contrast similarities and differences between works of art from different cultures and time periods.  (meets MSU-B gen. ed. goal #5 and #8)

7. To critique individuals art work as a group, self-analysis and/or through writing.  (meets MSU-B gen. ed. goal #2)

8. To plan and exhibit a display of class projects in an aesthetic manner in a “Student Art Show.”

Course Requirements and Evaluations:
1. Students are required to attend class.  Students with four unexcused absences will be dropped a letter grade.

2. Grades are based on experimentation, creativity and a serious involvement in the growth of your work (effort).  Assignments and project drawings account for the majority of your grade with the remainder on presentation, attendance, class participation, and a final project.  Individual and group critiques will be used to inform and evaluate student work.
