Course Objectives

The main goal of this course is to provide students with a comprehensive understanding of Microsoft Windows 2000 Server and to prepare students to tackle server administration. Another goal is to prepare students for the Windows 2000 Server certification exam 70-215. The course focuses on selecting server and client hardware, installing and configuring a server, setting up and managing network printing services, establishing remote access services, interoperating on a network, setting up for the Internet, monitoring and tuning a server, and troubleshooting problems. Students have an opportunity to apply their knowledge through hands-on projects and case study assignments. As you complete the hands-on projects, you will be keeping a journal of your lab observations.

Grading and Evaluation Criteria

40 % of the grade is based on a midterm and a final examination. Both examinations are cumulative and may be given in any format.

30 % of the grade is based on completing the end of chapter case project assignments and end of chapter questions. An electronic version of the case project assignments can be downloaded from the course's Web site. 

10 % of the grade is based on quizzes. Quizzes are announced one day in advance and may vary from 5 to 10 questions that may be in any format. 

20 % of the grade will be on a skills based exam at the end of the semester.
