COURSE DESCRIPTION

In this course students gain an understanding of relational databases through the powerful Structured Query Language (SQL). The SQL commands, functions, and operators supported by Oracle as extensions to standard SQL are emphasized. Students learn to create and maintain database objects such as tables, indexes, views, constraints, and sequences. Students practice SQL using SQL Workshop, an application that is available via a web browser in Oracle HTML DB. The Database Programming portion of the Academy curriculum is designed to help prepare students to pass the Oracle Certified Professional (OCP) exam, “Introduction to Oracle9i SQL Exam.” As part of the Academy, many students will want to take the OCP exam as it is the industry standard for proficiency with SQL
