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Topic, Assignment and Exam Summary

Prerequisites

A basic foundation in networking concepts as well as familiarity with desktop and server operating systems such as Windows 2000 or Linux would be helpful. Programming experience of any type would also be an asset, but is not explicitly required.

Course Objectives

The main goal of this course is to provide students with the concepts and technical skills needed to administer a NetWare 6.0 operating system environment. By the end of the course, students will not only be familiar with the configuration of a NetWare 6.0 server environment, utilities, and associated applications, but also the configuration and use of the new Novell OneNet utilities and GroupWise eMail system. Ultimately, the material covered in the course should help a student prepare to pass the NetWare 6.0 CNA exam if they choose to pursue it.
