COURSE DESCRIPTION:


This course provides a comprehensive presentation of JavaScript.  Topics include JavaScripts , Basics, Buttons, Browser Detection, Cookies, Popups, Drop Down Menus, Form Validation, Frameset Validaton, Multiple Links, Web Cams
COURSE OBJECTIVES:


The students will be able to:
