 Course Description:
The course addresses the following areas of the liberal arts requirements: critical and conceptual thinking skills, international perspectives, and environmental analysis. Each student is expected to gain an understanding of computer cartography and what the requirements are for reliable map design and use.

Course Objectives:
A major objective of the course is to provide each student with a factual basis for making intelligent decisions when designing digital maps. A secondary objective is to stimulate interest in cartographic issues that play a vital role in modern development and geopolitics. With the recent growth of Geographic Information Systems (GISs) in many areas of study (i.e., environmental studies, geology, planning, government, emergency response), it is important that Geography students understand the principles of map design and how to generate effective map products.

Students will be asked to become proficient with topical course material and will be required to critically analyze issues in thematic cartography and visualization. Each student is expected to: 1) participate in class discussions on each lecture topic, 2) demonstrate good map making skills, and 3) complete the course with a good understanding of how computer cartography is practiced in geography.


Course Standards:
Attendance and class participation are required. Each student will be allowed three unexcused absences and after the 3rd absence the student will be lowered one letter grade for each absence thereafter.

Assignments need to handed in on time

Daily assignment, quizzes, and tests can be make up only in the case of school-related absences.  Other legitimate “emergency”- type absences must be prearranged.
