General terminology of management and law enforcement used in current states and Canadian provinces.  Basic waterfowl biology and identification.

Course Objectives:

· To develop a basic philosophy of wildlife management and an appreciation for the “crucial” landmark legislation of the early 1900’s.

· Basic waterfowl biology and field identification of all species of waterfowl that migrate in the central flyway.

· Basic concept of wildlife law enforcement.

· Develop an understanding of basic terms used in wildlife management.
