155  Water Distribution Systems

COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course introduces students to the operation and maintenance of water distribution systems.  Topics to be introduced but not limited to include safety practices, plumbing, hydrants, valves, service connections, backflow prevention, cross connections, system inspection, cleaning, and testing, underground repair, sampling and lab applications, standards and regulations.
COURSE OBJECTIVES:

Upon completion of this course, the student will understand and apply:

· safety procedures involved with underground repairs and installation of water mains, hydrants, and service connections .

· a working knowledge of backflow prevention, cross connections, and its significance to public health.

· safe and effective operation and maintenance of the water distribution system.

· proper sampling, record keeping, and reporting procedures required by regulations.

· water quality customer complaint investigation.
COURSE STANDARDS:

· Attendance is required

· Assignments need to be handed in on time
