Once accepted, they may begin the 11-month PN e Licensed Practical Nurse
program, taking a state exam to become a licensed practical nurse afterward. « Registered Nurse

After completing the PN program and meeting qualifications, students may

be permitted to continue for another year of training by applying to the

Associate Degree Nursing program. Once a student graduates from the ADN

program, they can take a state exam to earn their title as a Registered Nurse.
