HORT 246 - Compost Production and Use

Number of credits: 1 Credit

Fall Semester 2019

Pre-/Co-requisites: None

Course Description: A study of basic principles of composting based upon a naturally occurring process
of decay. This course includes the composting process, methods to assure safe use of materials, proper
mixing procedures and a brief introduction to vermiculture. The course activity involves making of a
compost pile and a returning a week later to examine the results.

Objectives:
1. To learn the basic principles of composting.
Be able to explain the difference between commercial fertilizers and compost.
To describe the benefits of composting.
To build a compost pile using methods learned.
To properly blend compost based on plant nutrient requirements.
