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Course Requirements:

The sequential nature of mathematics deems it necessary for students to attend class on a regular basis, therefore
one of the course requirements is regular attendance. Learning math is an investment of time. Math is learned best
by practice, reflect, and practice some more. Understanding the examples provided by the instructor and textbook
is a good first step. However, to truly know the material, you should be able to look at a problem, know how to
proceed, and carry out the steps WITHOUT ASSISTANCE. The independent practice problems provide
opportunities for you to get to that point. Passing grades on quizzes and tests demonstrate that you have indeed
learned the skills taught.

Homework Assignments: All homework assignments will be done in MyMathLab. These are graded
assignments that can be done multiple times. Only the highest score will be used. These assignments
close at 11:59 PM, Central Daylight Time on the night before the corresponding chapter test. Do the
work well in advance. If the assignment is done after the posted due date, 30% will be deducted from
your score.

Tests: Six graded tests are administered over the semester. Students are allowed one attempt on each
test and must be completed in one sitting. Tests should be be taken on the day they are given or
previous arrangements must be made prior to the test day. If you miss an exam you must contact me
within 24 hours of the missed exam to arrange for a time to make up the exam. Exams must be
made up within 72 hours of the original exam time. If you do not contact me within 24 hours, a
grade of 0 will be entered for the exam that was missed. Students are only allowed to make up
ONE exam per course. The exam grade will be docked 10% per day for late points. Cheating on
tests will not be tolerated. If you are caught cheating, that will result in an automatic 0 for the exam.
